Clean up enables us to keep your cemetery beautiful, 

safe and current. Actual dates will be determined. 

Please watch for signs at our gates.  Be sure to 

remove your winter decorations before the cleanup 

dates. We will remove any remaining lot 

decorations, artificial flowers, borders, ornaments, 

wrought iron fencing etc. for DISPOSAL from 

Woodlawn Memorial Park in our cleanup between 

Easter and June 1.  If you wish to save the item, 

please remove it before we clean up. Once we have 

cleaned in your block you may replace your items.  

Please be sure they are in keeping with the season.

FALL HOUSEKEEPINGOctober-On 

designated clean up days, sometime in October, all 

artificial flowers, wreaths, garden borders, lot 

decorations etc. will be removed by staff for 

disposal.  Our actual removal date has yet to be 

determined. Pleasewatch for the signs.  We advise 

that you do not wait until the actual dates.  We are 

not responsible for damage or loss. We will dispose 

of anything left on monuments, bases and lots.
